Residential customers across Oregon can save up to $5,000 for solar and up to $2,500 

for battery storage paired with solar 

Low-income service providers can save up to $30,000 for solar and up to $15,000 for 

paired storage 
 

How it Works 

Rebates are issued to ODOE-approved contractors who install the systems, and the full 

rebate amount will be passed on to the customer as savings on the net cost of the system.  

A list of approved contractors is available on ODOE’s website.  
 

Expanding Access to Solar 

The Oregon Solar + Storage Rebate Program is helping expand access to renewable energy 

for low- and moderate-income Oregonians — at least 25 percent of available rebate dollars 

will be reserved for low- and moderate-income residential customers and low-income 

service providers each year.
