* Per a mediation agreement, the parties will not discuss status or
progress during the negotiations

* Meetings continue to occur

* M-91 milestone series addresses transuranic mixed waste in
storage at the Central Waste Complex (CWC) or retrievably stored
in the Central Plateau burial grounds across the road from CWC

* Waste is transported through Eastern Oregon in route to the
Waste [solation Pilot Plant in Carlsbad, New Mexico

 After public comment, Tri-Parties signed changes (end of Sept)

= Milestone adjustments were required because of the shutdown
then slow down at the Waste Isolation Pilot Plant (WIPP)

= Also the WIPP closing date was extended from 2030 to 2050
— DOE agreed to ship 99% of the waste off site by 2040
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Central Plateau milestones
(update from last OHCB)

* August 2020 Tri-Parties signed a Tentative Agreement to negotiate
milestone changes
= M-15 series, remedial investigation/feasibility studies of contaminated soil
= M-16 series, 221-U Canyon demolition and barrier construction
= M-85-70, remedial investigation/feasibility study for the B Plant & geographic
vicinity
* The suspended milestones were affected by Congressional appropriations in
Federal Fiscal Years 2018-2021

 March 2021 the lead negotiators couldn’t agree on milestone changes
* Negotiations were elevated to Tri-Party managers (3/18/2021)
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Tri-Party Agreement Negotiations

 Tri-Parties have suspended 14 TPA milestones

* Purposes of the suspension are to:

= Allow the parties to negotiate new near-term (FY22-24) milestones by
January 2022

= Develop a path forward for the suspended milestones, with a check-in
January 2022

* Tri-Parties haven’t yet developed specific public involvement
opportunities for these negotiations, and will follow the TPA Public
Involvement Plan
