What Is A Pest Emergency?

ORS 634.700(6) “Pest Emergency” means an urgent need
to eliminate or mitigate a pest situation that threatens:

(a) The health or safety of students, staff, faculty members
or members of the public using the campus; or

(b) The structural integrity of campus facilities.
