e Tribal Head Start (Only Households
that meet the income qualifying
standard)

e Total household income is at or below
135% of the Federal Poverty Guidelines

Tribal Link Up

» Provides qualifying Tribal residents with
a one-time discount of up to $100 on
the initial installation or activation of
wireline or wireless phone service.

» Allows residents to pay the remaining
amount that they owe on a deferred
schedule, interest free.

Qualifying Tribal residents may be
eligible for Link Up again only after
moving to a new primary residence.
Not all wireline or wireless phone
companies offer Tribal Link Up.
