SUBJECT: New mandate for Child Welfare and Early Intervention/Early Childhood Special
Education Programs (EI/ECSE)

1. What is the purpose of this memorandum?

The purpose of this memorandum is to inform you that new laws are in place requiring
collaboration between local Child Welfare Offices and Early Intervention and Early Childhood
Special Education (EI/ECSE) Programs. Specifically, the mandate requires Oregon to have
policies and procedures requiring children, birth to age 3, who are victims of child abuse or
neglect, to be referred to Early Intervention. These laws are referenced at the end of this
memorandum.

2. What are the expectations included in this mandate?

a. Local Child Welfare offices and county Early Intervention (EI/ECSE) programs must
collaborate to ensure that child victims of abuse or neglect, birth to age 3, are referred to the
EI/ECSE Program in the county where the child resides.

b. Child Welfare workers will refer children under the age of 3, who are victims of child abuse or
neglect, to Early Intervention services, beginning January 1, 2006. This practice will be outlined in
the DHS Child Welfare Procedural manual. A standard CAPTA Referral Form designed for this
mandate must be used.

c. Each EI/ECSE Program will use the Department of Education’s monthly count database to
record all CAPTA referrals received by Child Welfare.

d. Each Child Welfare Office will use FACIS case notes to record all children referred to the
EI/ECSE program.
