Tip #1: How to do a “Client Search”… 
To enroll a client, you must first search for the client re-

cord .  Type in the first 3 letters of the Last Name and first 3 

letters of the First Name and click “Find.”  You will find cli-

ent records even if there was a different spelling for the 

names or if there was a typo in the names. 

 

If you find the client you’re looking for but they are as-

signed to another agency, let us know at BCCP.info@state.

or.us and we can electronically transfer that client to your 

agency.  DO NOT create a another client record if the client 

record already exists online.  

 

Tip #2: If you find a duplicate client record, call BCCP... 
When searching for client records, you may occasionally 

find duplicate records.  You can tell because the first and 

last names for two records will be the same or very similar, 

and the date of birth will be the same. 

 
When you find one of these, call BCCP right away.  BCCP 

staff will delete one of the duplicate records. 

 

Tip #3: How to submit claims successfully... 
One of the most common reasons for rejected claims online 

is entering an ICD-9 or a CPT code incorrectly or one that is 

not covered.  Visit our website to download the latest list of 

CPT and ICD-9 codes at www.healthoregon.org/bcc. 

 

Remember, for enrolling providers, all claims must be elec-

tronic from a date of service of 10/27/08 and onwards.  For 

ancillary providers, all claims must be electronic from a 

date of service of 11/24/08 and onwards.

About Screening Goals... 
 

What are screening goals? 
In August 2008, all enrolling providers received a memo 

telling you how many clients your agency can enroll from 

July 2008-June 2009.  If you are an enrolling provider and 

you did not receive this memo, please contact us at BCCP.

info@state.or.us. 

 

These allotments are still in effect.  Please continue to 

monitor the number of women you enroll into BCCP.  The 

allotments were put in place due to an increase in demand 

for services.   

 

Is prior approval necessary? 
If you reach your allotment, and a symptomatic patient pre-

sents at your clinic, it is critical that enrolling providers ob-

tain prior approval from BCCP before screening additional 

women or incurring costs.  Without approval, services pro-

vided to clients beyond your allotted total will result in de-

nied claims payment.  

 

If you have not yet reached your allotment, any sympto-

matic clients enrolled will be counted within your allot-

ment.  For more information, look at the updated Fre-

quently Asked Questions at www.healthoregon.org/bcc. 

 

What will be the allotments for this upcoming fiscal year? 
The BCCP is carefully considering allotments for the upcom-

ing year (July 1, 2009 to June 30, 2010).  We will be solicit-

ing feedback from partners on how to distribute numbers 

so that priority populations are reached.  We will announce 

the new allotment numbers in the coming months.
