The progress
Oregon’s Family Planning Program has made

in reducing unintended pregnancy benefits our
state economy and improves the educational,
health and social prospects for this, and the
next, generation of young adults.

The Family Planning Program saves Oregon
taxpayers more than $5 million annually from
the reduction in unintended pregnancies alone."

Every year, Oregon’s Family Planning Program:

e Leverages $9 in federal funds for every $1 the
state contributes toward services (for a total
of nearly $20 million in federal funding);

e Saves $5 for every $1 spent (an impressive
500 percent return on investment); and

® Puts 95% of all funding directly toward
services for low-income clients.
