Practice Standards

(1) Practitioners must be guided by the highest standards of professional conduct.

(2) Practitioners shall act and practice in a manner which safeguards the public's health, safety,
and welfare.

(3) All practitioners shall be appropriately clothed while providing services and shall be subject to
public decency laws.

(4) Practitioners shall not perform services while diagnosed with a communicable disease or
condition in a transmittable form.

(5) Practitioners shall not treat any disease or knowingly serve any client having a communicable

disease or condition, except head lice.
