Notes: 

The definition set is to help explain the terms used in these rules.  

➢ A participant thought it might be confusing to know when a rule applies to a type of care. It would have to be 
specified in that rule to know. 

➢ This rule set doesn’t mention that a provider’s own children ages 10 and above is not counted in ratios or 
considered a child care child.  

➢ There was a gap of knowledge within the rules about children from 13 – 15. The rules don’t mention if they 
could volunteer or be part of the child care in any way.  

➢ The group wondered if the words describing special needs could be more equitable.  
➢ Statutes were added to the chat: ORS 329A.250(3) “Child” means a child under 13 years of age or a child 

under 18 years of age who has special needs or disabilities and requires a level of care that is above normal 
for the child’s age. 

➢ ORS 329A.330 (2) A child care facility holding a registration may care for a maximum of 10 children, excluding 
the provider’s own children if the children are between 10 and 12 years of

➢ The term babysitter was used in this rule section but there wasn’t a definition for it.  
➢ A few participants talked about it is unknown how these rules would impact ERDC requirements.  

 

This is what we heard from the three RACs on these rules: 
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Notes: 

• It could be inequitable if a CCLD does not know if a compliant was made in good faith.  
• Could impact providers who are not able to access union representation and need to hire attorneys. 
• There would be a financial impact if programs need to go to court to challenge findings using the burden of 

proof in the definitions.  
•  It also costs to be away from your facility to make court appearances. Programs either have to pay 

substitutes or close down to make court appearances.
