Agate Lake 

• Agate Lake boat launch is open, and the lake is 95% full. 

Agency Lake 

• Henzel and Petric Park's boat ramps are open. 

Alsea River 

• The Port of Alsea boat launch is open. Alsea Bay has no maintained channel 
or jetties to provide safe navigation to or from the ocean.  Dangerous 
conditions exist at the mouth of the Alsea on ebb tides.  Because of new 
siltation around and in the marina, please avoid using the boat launch on 
minus tides. 

Ana Reservoir 

• NEW: The County ramp is open from May 1st to October 1st, weather 
permitting. 

Applegate Reservoir 

• Hart-Tish ramp is open, and the water is approximately 50 feet over the 
bottom of the ramp. 

• French Gulch boating access open, and there is approximately 122 feet of 
water over the end of the ramp.  

• Copper ramp is open, and the water level is approximately 60 feet over the 
bottom of the ramp. 

Badger Lake 

• Badger Lake Campground is closed.  Mt. Hood National Forest - Badger Lake 
Campground (usda.gov) 

Ben Irving Reservoir 

• Ben Irving boat launch is open and accessible. 

Beulah Reservoir 

• UPDATE: The Beulah launch has approximately 20 feet of water over the 
end of the ramp. 

Big Lake 

• Big Lake West, Big Lake campgrounds, and Big Lake Day Use boating access 
sites are open.

• UPDATE: Blue Lake Regional Park is open. The splash pad and fishing pier 
are reopened.  

Blue River Reservoir 

• Saddle Dam boat ramp is open and there is more than 55 feet of water over 
the bottom of the boat ramp. 

• The Lookout boat ramp water level is 20 feet over the bottom of the ramp.  

• Mona Campground boat ramp is open.  

Bradley Lake 

• Bradley Lake boat ramp is open. 

Brownlee Reservoir 

• NEW: IBA Oasis on the Snake Big 30 Bowfishing Tournament will be held on 
Brownlee Reservoir June 29th, 8:00 AM – June 30th, 5:00 PM. Idaho

• UPDATE: The Spring Recreation Campground is open, and the dock has 
been installed. Water is approximately 22 feet above the bottom of the 
ramp. 

• UPDATE: Holcomb Park is open, and water is approximately 30 feet over 
the end of the ramp.  

• UPDATE: Hewitt Park low-water ramp is open, and the docks are floating. 
Water is approximately 39 feet over the end of the ramp. A bank 
stabilization project will begin in late August at the Hewitt RV and Tent sites 
areas. The boat ramp will remain open, but campers may be moved to 
Holcomb Park during construction. This project is anticipated to be 
completed by early October.  

• UPDATE: Farewell Bend State Park is open, and the docks are floating. The 
water level is approximately 40 feet above the bottom of the boat ramp.  

• UPDATE: Moonshine Mine boat ramp is open. There is approximately 57 
feet of water above the bottom of the boat ramp. 

• The floating restroom has been installed for the season.

• NEW: The channel at Port of Brookings Harbor is being dredged this week. 

• Alfred A. Loeb State Park, Miller Bar, Nook Bar, Redwood Bar, and South 
Fork Campgrounds and Day Use areas have large drop offs on the access to 
the gravel bar. 

• The Port of Brookings Harbor will be hosting several events this season. 
These events can cause congestion near the dock and rinse station. Cones 
and signs are put out to help traffic flow.

• The boat ramp is open, and the docks are floating. 

Clackamas River 

• Clackamette Park is open and available for nonmotorized launching, 
however the boat ramp is closed for the foreseeable future due to safety 
concerns.  

• The Milo McIver State Park boat ramp is open. Campground will be closed 
for restroom upgrades and general improvements from September 16, 
2024 – January 31, 2025.  

• Moore Creek, Sandstone, and Hole-in-the-Wall Boat Access sites are open 
year-round, weather permitting.  

Clear Lake (Wasco County) 

• UPDATE: The lake is 35% full. The campground and boat launch are open. 

Clear Lake (Linn County) 

• Clear Lake Resort, marina and ramp are open. This is a great place to 
paddle, but dress appropriately because the water is very cold year-round. 

Cleawox Lake 

• The lake is part of Honeyman State Park.  The small boat ramp and large 
day use beach and dock are open for paddlecraft. 

Coast Fork-Willamette River 

• The Highway 58 bridge at Dilley Lane, boat ramp will be closed through 
2025. This is part of the larger Lower Salt Creek Bridge project for seismic 
retrofits and scour protection.

Coffenbury Lake 

• Fort Stevens State Park boat launch is open, and the docks are floating. 
Beach restrictions are in place March 15th – September 15th on Clatsop Spit, 
west of the Fishermen’s Beach access to the South Jetty, during nesting 
season for the western snowy plover. Foot and equestrian traffic on wet 
sand only.

• UPDATE: Cold Springs Reservoir is approximately 43% full. The reservoir is 
located approximately 20 minutes east of Hermiston. There is a primitive 
boat ramp and gravel parking. This is a great place to paddle, fish and watch 
wildlife. 

Columbia River 

• Hammond, Warrenton, and Rainier City Marinas are open. 

• The Hayden Bay pumpout is online. 

• The City of St. Helens Courthouse Docks are open. The pumpout and dump 
station are available. A section of the debris boom has disappeared 
allowing debris to accumulate on the docks. Be watchful for debris when 
using the dock. The City received a grant at the Marine Board meeting April 
24 to repair bull rails, wales, bumpers and replace the missing debris boom 
section.   

• M. James Gleason boating access is open. The pumpout and dump stations 
are operational. 

• St. John’s Bridge in Cathedral Park continues to be under restoration. The 
project has been extended. ODOT anticipates completing the work in 
Cathedral Park by March 1, 2025, and all work completed by June 2025. The 
boat ramp, docks and parking area are open during construction. St. Johns 
Bridge Repair Project: Project Extended as Preservation Work Continues

• Chinook Landing ramp, docks and restrooms are open. The pumpout and 
dump stations are open. 

• Rooster Rock day use is open. The launch ramp is only usable during higher 
river flows due to heavy sedimentation.   

• Port of Cascade Locks boat launch is open. 

• West Mayer State Park and Hat Rock State Park are open. 

• Port of The Dalles boat ramp, short-term tie-up dock, pumpout and dump 
station are open. The marine fuel station is operated by the Yacht Club and 
offers both diesel and gasoline. 

• The Port of Arlington has turned off the water due to a line break. The 
pumpout and dump station is unavailable while repairs are underway.

• The Eastside Boat Ramp is now open. The boarding docks are still being 
repaired and have not been replaced.  

• The Charleston marina is open year-round. Both pumpout and dump 
stations are operational. 

• Empire Boat Ramp is open, and docks are installed.  

• North Spit docks are not installed and there is significant sand at the 
bottom of the ramp.

The ramp is 
expected to close for complete reconstruction between July 15th and 
September. The Rail Riders are operating out of the park Thursday-Monday 
through October.

Boaters 
should be prepared for extra vehicles in the parking area. 

• The Port of Bandon boat ramp and marina are open.  

• Arago Boat Ramp is open. Boarding docks are not installed. 

• Bullard’s Beach docks are installed. 

• Riverton boat ramp is open. 

• Coquille Boat Ramp is closed due to silt and debris from river flooding. 

Cottage Grove Reservoir 

• Lakeside Boat Ramp is open. There is approximately 45 feet of water over 
the end of the ramp.  

• Wilson Creek boat ramp is open and has 11 feet of water over the end of 
the ramp. 

Cottonwood Meadow Lake 

• The west ramp has a boarding dock. Vegetation only allows for small boats 
or kayaks. 

• The east ramp can accommodate small to medium boats and has no 
boarding dock. 

Cougar Reservoir 

• Slide Creek Campground and Echo Park are open and water levels continue 
to rise. However, the water is still more than 20 feet below the bottom of 
the ramps.   

Crane Prairie 

• The reservoir is 87% full. 

• Rock Creek boating access docks have been installed.  

• Crane Prairie Day Use boating access boarding docks are installed. The fish 
cleaning station is out of order. 

• Quinn River boat launch and campground are open. The ramp has a shallow 
slope, and the asphalt approach is damaged and breaking apart.  

• Crane Prairie Resort and Marina are open. 



• Browns Mountain boating access has a shallow slope with four-inch gaps 
between concrete planks. The location on the reservoir provides for calmer 
water and is a great place for paddlers to explore. 

Crescent Lake 

• Crescent Lake Day use and Campground boat ramps are open. Docks will 
not be installed this year due to low water. The lake is approximately 25% 
full. 

• Spring Campground and boat launches are open. 

Crump Lake 

• ADVISORY: Check with Oregon Department of State Lands to determine if 
access to the lake is open.

Crystal Creek 

• Malone Springs boat launch is open. Hand launching is available.  

• Rocky Point ramp on Recreation Creek is about ten-minute drive south and 
trailered boats can use the boat ramp. 

Cullaby Lake 

• Cullaby Lake Park is open, and docks are floating. 

• Carnahan Park is open. 

Cultus Lake 

• UPDATE: Big Cove, West Cultus, and Little Cove Boat-In Campgrounds are 
now open. 

• Cultus Lake Day Use and boating site are open.  

• Cultus Lake Campground and boat ramp are open, and dock installed. 

• Cultus Lake Resort is open for the season. Home - Cultus Lake Resort 

Davis Lake 

• East Davis Lake campground and boat launch are open. 

Deadhorse Lake 

• Deadhorse Lake Campground and boat ramp are open. The ramp and dock 
are in poor condition.

Detroit Lake 

• Cove Creek Campground boat ramp is open, and water is 18 feet over the 
end ramp.  The boarding docks are off the guideway. Use caution when 
using.  

• Water is three feet over the end of the State Park D ramp. Please avoid 
power loading your boat on and from your trailer. Power loading and 
unloading can damage the lower portion of the boat ramp causing 
expensive repairs and permitting. 

• Southshore Campground is open. Water is 17 feet over the end of the 
ramp. 

• Hoover Campground is open, and water is 16 feet over the bottom of the 
ramp. The boarding docks are off the guideway.  Use caution when using. 

• Kane’s Marina is open and there is approximately 13 feet of water under 
the marina. 

• Mongold upper boat ramp lanes and docks are open, and water elevations 
are nine feet over the bottom of the ramp.   

• State Park G loop boating access is open. The water elevation is 
approximately 29 feet over the bottom of the boat ramp.
