Agate Lake 

• UPDATE: Agate Lake boat launch is open, and the lake is 78% full. 

Agency Lake 

• Henzel and Petric Park's boat ramps are open. 

Alsea River 

• The Port of Alsea boat launch is open. Alsea Bay has no maintained channel 
or jetties to provide safe navigation to or from the ocean.  Dangerous 
conditions exist at the mouth of the Alsea on ebb tides.  Because of new

Ana Reservoir 

• The County ramp is open.  

Applegate Reservoir 

• UPDATE: Hart-Tish ramp is open and there is more than 40 feet of water 
over the bottom of the ramp. 

• UPDATE: French Gulch boating access open and there is more than 70 feet 
of water over the end of the ramp.  

• UPDATE: Copper ramp is open and there is more than 40 feet of water over 
the bottom of the ramp. 

Badger Lake 

• Badger Lake Campground is closed.  Mt. Hood National Forest - Badger Lake 
Campground (usda.gov) 

Ben Irving Reservoir 

• Ben Irving boat launch is open and accessible. 

Benson Lake 

• UPDATE: This small lake is located within Benson State Recreation Area 
about a mile west of Multnomah Falls.  Please note the park is accessible to 
eastbound traffic only from I-84 exit 30.  There is a short carry down trail 
from the parking for nonmotorized boaters to access the lake.  This is a nice 
alternative to the Columbia River and a good place for less experienced 
paddlers.   

Beulah Reservoir 

• UPDATE: The Beulah launch has approximately 18 feet of water over the 
end of the ramp. 

Big Lake 

• Big Lake West, Big Lake campgrounds, and Big Lake Day Use boating access 
sites are open. 

Blue Lake (Multnomah County) 

• Blue Lake Regional Park is open.

• Saddle Dam boat ramp is open and there is more than 50 feet of water over 
the bottom of the boat ramp. 

• The Lookout boat ramp is open and there is more than 20 feet of water 
over the bottom of the ramp.   

Bradley Lake 

• Bradley Lake boat ramp is open. 

Brownlee Reservoir 

• UPDATE: The Spring Recreation Campground is open, and the dock has 
been installed. There is more than 15 feet of water over the bottom of the 
ramp. 

• UPDATE: Holcomb Park is open and there is more than 20 feet of water 
over the end of the ramp.  

• UPDATE: Hewitt Park low-water ramp and docks are open. There is more 
than 30 feet of water over the bottom of the boat ramp. A bank 
stabilization project will begin in late August at the Hewitt RV and Tent sites 
areas. The boat ramp will remain open, but campers may be moved to 
Holcomb Park during construction. This project is anticipated to be 
completed by early October.  

• UPDATE: Farewell Bend State Park boat ramp and docks are open. There is 
more than 30 feet of water over the bottom of the boat ramp.  

• UPDATE: Moonshine Mine boat ramp is open. There is more than 50 feet of 
water over the bottom of the boat ramp. 

• The floating restroom has been installed for the season. 

Bully Creek Reservoir 

• UPDATE: The Park, boat ramp and docks are open. There is more than 20 
feet of water over the bottom of the boat ramp.  

Campbell Lake 

• Campbell Lake campground and ramp are open. 

Cape Meares Lake 

• The boat ramp is open. The launch and maneuver area are very small. Be 
careful when launching and retrieving, you may encroach onto Bay Ocean 
Road.   



Carmen Smith Reservoir 

• The closure has been extended to the spring of 2025. 

Chetco River 

• Alfred A. Loeb State Park, Miller Bar, Nook Bar, Redwood Bar, and South 
Fork Campgrounds and Day Use areas have large drop offs on the access to 
the gravel bar. 

• The Port of Brookings Harbor will be hosting several events this season. 
These events can cause congestion near the dock and rinse station. Cones 
and signs are put out to help traffic flow.

• The City of Lebanon will host a Star Spangled Celebration at Cheadle Lake

Chickahominy Reservoir 

• The boat ramp is open, and the docks are floating. 

Clackamas River 

• Clackamette Park is open and available for nonmotorized launching, 
however the boat ramp is closed due to safety concerns.  

• The Milo McIver State Park boat ramp is open. Campground will be closed 
for restroom upgrades and general improvements from September 16, 
2024 – January 31, 2025.  

• Moore Creek, Sandstone, and Hole-in-the-Wall Boat Access sites are open 
year-round, weather permitting.  

Clear Lake (Wasco County) 

• UPDATE: The lake is 31% full. The campground and boat launch are open. 
The water level will continue to go down to meet agricultural water rights.  
This is a nice place for paddlers to explore even when water levels are low.

• Clear Lake Resort, marina and ramp are open. This is a great place to 
paddle, but dress appropriately because the water is very cold year-round. 

Cleawox Lake 

• UPDATE: The lake is part of Jessie M. Honeyman State Park.  The small boat 
ramp and large day use beach and dock are open. Small boats are 
recommended. Remember to clean, drain and dry any boat and remove 
any visible vegetation. Help prevent the spread of aquatic invasive species. 

Coast Fork-Willamette River 

• The Highway 58 bridge at Dilley Lane, boat ramp will be closed through 
2025. This is part of the larger Lower Salt Creek Bridge project for seismic 
retrofits and scour protection.

Coffenbury Lake 

• Fort Stevens State Park boat launch and docks are open. Beach restrictions 
are in place March 15th – September 15th on Clatsop Spit, west of the 
Fishermen’s Beach access to the South Jetty, during nesting season for the 
western snowy plover. Foot and equestrian traffic on wet sand only.

Cold Springs Reservoir 

• ADVISORY: Oregon Health Authority issued a precautionary notice June 13, 
2024,  an algae bloom has been sighted at the reservoir and sampling is 
underway.

• UPDATE: Cold Springs Reservoir is approximately 40% full. The reservoir is 
located approximately 20 minutes east of Hermiston. There is a primitive 
boat ramp and gravel parking. This is a great place to paddle, fish and watch 
wildlife. 

Columbia River 

• NEW: The pump out station at the Port of Cascade Locks is out of service 
until further notice due to low water. The boat ramp and boarding docks 
are open. 

• NEW: Sand Island shuttle service is open.  There are two large short-term 
tie-up docks for recreational boater use only.

• UPDATE: The Port of Arlington has repaired the waterline and the pumpout 
and dump station are open.  The boat ramp and recreational boat short-
term tie-up dock are open. 

• Hammond, Warrenton, and Rainier City Marinas are open. 

• The Hayden Bay pumpout is online. 

• The City of St. Helens Courthouse Docks are open. The pumpout and dump 
station are available.  

• M. James Gleason boating access is open. The pumpout and dump station 
are operational. 

• St. John’s Bridge in Cathedral Park continues to be under restoration. The 
project has been extended. ODOT anticipates completing the work in 
Cathedral Park by March 1, 2025, and all work completed by June 2025. The 
boat ramp, docks and parking area are open during construction.

• Port of The Dalles boat ramp, short-term tie-up dock, pumpout and dump 
station are open. The marine fuel station is operated by the Yacht Club and 
offers both diesel and gasoline. 

• Boardman Marina is open.  

• Irrigon Marina, boat ramp, recreational boat short term tie-up dock and the 
pumpout and dump station are open. For the latest information, call (541)

• Cooper Creek boat launch is open. 

Coos Bay 

• UPDATE: The Eastside Boat Ramp is now open. The boarding docks are 
being repaired and the City is preparing to have the piling replaced.

• The Port of Bandon boat ramp and marina are open.  

• Bullard’s Beach docks are installed. 

• Riverton boat ramp is open. 

• Sturdivant Park's boat ramp and docks are open; water levels are tidally 
influenced. The fish cleaning station is available for use.  

o Coos Kennel Club has reserved the entire park past the main parking 
lot for their annual dog show, July 8th through July 14th. The event is 
public, however there will be no vehicle traffic past the parking lot.  

o The ramp is expected to close for complete reconstruction between 
July 15th and September 9th.  

o The will be hosting a city-wide Yard Sale on August 17th.  
o The Rail Riders are operating out of the park Thursday-Monday 

through October. 

• Coquille Boat Ramp is closed due to silt and debris from river flooding. Coos 
County Parks will be taking advantage of some low tides in late July and 
attempting to remove the silt to make it useable. 

• Arago Boat Ramp is open. Boarding docks are not installed.

Cottage Grove Reservoir 

• UPDATE: Lakeside Boat Ramp is open. There is more than 40 feet of water 
over the bottom of the boat ramp.  

• UPDATE: Wilson Creek boat ramp is open and has approximately 9 feet of 
water over the end of the ramp. 

Cottonwood Meadow Lake 

• The west ramp has a boarding dock. Vegetation only allows for small boats 
or kayaks. 

• The east ramp can accommodate small to medium boats and has no 
boarding dock. 

Cougar Reservoir 

• UPDATE: Slide Creek Campground and Echo Park are open and water levels 
continue to rise. However, the water is more than 25 feet below the 
bottom of the ramps.   

Crane Prairie 

• The reservoir is 87% full. 

• Rock Creek boating access docks have been installed.  

• Crane Prairie Day Use boating access boarding docks are installed. The fish 
cleaning station is out of order. 

• Quinn River boat launch and campground are open. The ramp has a shallow 
slope, and the asphalt approach is damaged and breaking apart.  

• Crane Prairie Resort and Marina are open. 

• Browns Mountain boating access has a shallow slope with four-inch gaps 
between concrete planks. The location on the reservoir provides for calmer 
water and is a great place for paddlers to explore. 

Crescent Lake 

• Crescent Lake Day use and Campground boat ramps are open. Docks will 
not be installed this year due to low water. The lake is approximately 24% 
full. 

• Spring Campground and boat launches are open.

Delintment Lake 

• NEW: Delintment Lake Campground and boat ramp are open. Located a 
little over an hour northwest of Burns you can access the lake on paved NF 
47 road. This lake has a gravel ramp for small boats.   

Detroit Lake 

• UPDATE: Cove Creek Campground boat ramp is open, and water is 16 feet 
over the end ramp.  The boarding docks are off the guideway. Use caution 
when using.  

• UPDATE: State Park D ramp has less than 1 foot of water over the bottom 
of the boat ramp. Nonmotorized boats can carry down. 

• UPDATE: Southshore Campground is open. Water is 15 feet over the end of 
the ramp. 

• UPDATE: Hoover Campground is open, and water is 14 feet over the 
bottom of the ramp. The boarding docks are off the guideway.  Use caution 
when using. 

• UPDATE: Kane’s Marina is open and there is approximately 11 feet of water 
under the marina. 

• UPDATE: Mongold upper boat ramp lanes and docks are open, and water 
elevations are 7 feet over the bottom of the ramp.   

• UPDATE: State Park G loop boating access is open. The water elevation is 
approximately 26 feet over the bottom of the boat ramp. 

• Detroit Lake Marina is open. 

Devils Lake (Deschutes County) 

• NEW: Devils Lake Campground has a carry down access to this small 
nonmotorized shallow lake with average depth of 3 feet to as deep as 10 
feet. The lake is located off the Cascade Lakes Highway between Elk Lake 
and Sparks Lake. It is a great place for paddlers to explore and angling is a 
popular activity.

• UPDATE:  Collier Memorial Park campground, and Spring Creek Day Use are 
open.  When using this area be respectful, use only designated put in and 
take out areas, plan ahead and use approved upland sanitation  do not 
beach your paddlecraft, handle mare’s eggs or  disturb wildlife.  Protect 
your access to this waterway. 



Suttle Lake 

• Link Creek, South Shore, and Blue Bay Campgrounds are open, and the 
docks have been installed. 

Tahkenitch Lake 

• Tahkenitch Campground and boat launch are open.  

Tenmile Lake 

• The City of Lakeside will host an Independence Day Celebration fireworks 
display on July 4th, 9:30-11:00 PM. FIREWORKS ************* JULY 4 th 
Dusk at Wulfy Beach | Lakeside, OR (cityoflakeside.org) 

• Tenmile County Ramp is open. Use caution when using the nonmotorized 
kayak launch.  A portion of the launch dock is submerged. The County is 
investigating if the dock has been punctured and filling with water. 

Thompson Reservoir 

• Thompson Reservoir and Eastbay Campgrounds are open. 

Thief Valley Reservoir 

• UPDATE: The County ramp and campground are open. The reservoir is 89% 
full. Located approximately 30 minutes east of North Powder.  Camp for a 
few days and explore the reservoir.  If you want the trifecta experience, you 
can also camp at Pilcher Creek Reservoir located about 45 minutes west 
and explore there and Wolf Creek Reservoir. Remember to Clean, Drain and 
Dry between waterbodies to prevent the spread of aquatic invasive species. 

Tillamook Bay 

• All Port of Garibaldi facilities are open. 

• The Memaloose boat launch is open. 

Tillamook River 

• The Burton Bridge ramp is open.  

Timothy Lake 

• ADVISORY: Timothy Lake is only accessible via Highway 26 due to the 2020 
wildfires. Mt. Hood National Forest - Alerts & Closures (usda.gov) 

• Stone Creek, Oak Fork, Gone Creek, Hoodview, Pine Point, West Shore Day 
Use and North Arm are open.

Trail Bridge Reservoir 

• The campground and launch will remain closed until 2026 as part of EWEB's 
work to retrofit, refurbish and upgrade equipment at our Carmen-Smith 
Hydroelectric facility. The McKenzie River Trail and associated trailheads 
will remain open throughout the reconstruction period, wildfire closures 
permitting. 

Trask River 

• The river has risen and is floatable by drift boat or smaller watercraft below 
the Cedar Creek boat slide. The upper reaches remain too low for drift 
boats but are accessible by raft or individual watercraft.   

Triangle Lake 

• Triangle Lake Park is open. The lake is very popular for towed watersports 
and paddling.  Remember motorized and nonmotorized boaters want to 
use the water. Know the rules, wear your life jacket and be safe.  Oregon

Trojan Pond 

• Trojan Park is open year-round for paddling and day use. 

Tualatin River 

• Willamette Park Paddle Access, and Fields Bridge Park boating access sites 
are open. 

• The Stark (Rivergrove) boat launch is open but in need of repairs. 
Recommend paddlecraft launch. Limited parking is available on the park 
side of the street. 

• Browns Ferry, Tualatin Community Park, and Jurgens Park boating access 
sites are open. 

• The Farmington boat launch is open. In June 2024, construction will begin 
on a new roundabout at the intersection of Farmington and River roads. 
During this project, Farmington Paddle Launch will remain open. Be 
prepared for detours or delays entering and exiting the site. Work is 
expected to be completed in fall 2025.
