division 23 - “Prescription Drug Monitoring Program reporting
requirements and information request”

The Oregon Health Authority (OHA), Public Health Division, Injury and Violence

Preve

ntion Section is proposing permanent amendments to Oregon

Administrative Rules in chapter 333, division 23 pertaining to the Prescription
Drug Monitoring Program.

House Bill 3258 (Oregon Laws 2023, chapter 438) was passed by the 2023

Oregon Legislature and made minor alterations to the Prescription Drug
Monitoring Program (PDMP) statute. Two changes that must be reflected in rule:

Add schedule V drugs and fields related to veterinarian prescribed drugs to
be reported to the PDMP. The PDMP currently collects schedule I1-1V drugs,
however, schedule V drugs have also been shown to carry risk for abuse
and overdose, especially when combined with other medications. Collecting
these drugs in the PDMP will improve providers’ knowledge of the patient’s
comprehensive prescription history prior to prescribing. Similarly, collecting
veterinarian prescribed drugs and new fields to properly categorize them
within the PDMP will improve providers’ knowledge of additional risk factors
facing their patients.

Add the director of the division of the Oregon Health Authority responsible
for the state medical assistance program to be allowed to submit requests
for information from the program. This is similar to other oversight roles

(coordinated care organization (CCO) directors, medical directors) that are
allowed to submit requests for data to oversee their entities.
